
Graduate Assistant Tuition Waivers & Stipends vis à vis Sponsored Projects 
�x Grants from conventional agencies (NSF, NIH, DOD, DOE, etc.) that pay full 

allowable F&A and have an annual total budget of less than $200K will be granted 
graduate in-state and out-of-state tuition waivers by the university for students 
receiving a full stipend that is paid from the grant budget.  

�x Grants from such agencies with an annual budget over $200K should include in-
state tuition in the budget for students receiving a full stipend that is paid from the 
grant budget.  If an out -of-state tuition waiver is needed for the supported student it 
will be awarded by the university and need not be included in the grant budget. 

�x Commercial and “for -profit” grants will be expected to pay all graduate tuition for 
students supported on those grants regardless of whether those grants flow through 
an agency. 

�x Program grants and multi -investigator grants will be assessed on a case-by-case 
basis by the graduate dean, the VPR, and the controller’s office.
